ABOUT ST LUKE’S TRUST

St Luke’s Trust is a charity whose aim is to improve the lives of people living in and around the ward of Bunhill in the south of Islington. Serving a neighbourhood of around 12,000 residents, the charity delivers services across the neighbourhood, and runs a large community centre from which it hosts and provides a wide range of services and facilities. 

St Luke’s is going through an exciting period of major strategic change and widening what we do as a result. We are emerging as a community anchor organisation for the area, and becoming a key successor body to the local New Deal for Communities Partnership (EC1 New Deal).  

For the last 25 years, the charity has placed a focus on providing services for older people living in the area. Huge changes to the area’s population and local demographics have led the charity to re-think what it does for people in the community. This has resulted in what is now an ongoing expansion of the range of services we provide and type of people we reach. Furthermore, by 2012, we hope to have built a brand-new multi-purpose community centre that will be a community hub for services for everyone living, working and visiting the neighbourhood.

We are excited to have taken on the management of neighbourhood arrangements, and view it as a vital element in our emerging role of community anchor. St Luke’s is a committed partner to neighbourhood arrangements both in terms of managing the work of the steering group, and through being an active and committed member of the group too. 

The charity is an historic endowed Trust with over £14m in invested assets which currently provides around 60% of the income to run the community centre and the existing services. We are independently governed, community led, and here for the long-term  

Whilst the focus of the Neighbourhood Manager’s role will be managing the EC1 Neighbourhood Steering Group, the postholder will also be part of the senior management team at St Luke’s, and will work alongside them to support the overall strategic and operational direction of St Luke’s.
